the Mara River, a thrilling spectacle of raw survival.

o Serengeti National Park: Cross into Tanzania’s Serengeti, the epicenter of the
migration. Enjoy guided game drives across open savannahs, spotting large herds,
solitary predators, and endemic species. The Serengeti’s endless plains provide

perfect opportunities for dramatic wildlife photography.

« Ngorongoro Conservation Area (Optional Extension): Some itineraries may
include a visit to the Ngorongoro Crater, famed for its dense wildlife population
including lions, elephants, buffalo, and rhinos, providing a complementary perspective

to the migration experience.

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Tour Plan

Day 01 Arrival in Nairobi, Kenya

Arrive at Jomo Kenyatta International Airport and meet your experienced safari guide.
« Transfer to your hotel for check-in and a short rest after your flight.

« Depending on arrival time, optional city tour of Nairobi, including the David Sheldrick

Elephant Orphanage, Giraffe Centre, or Karen Blixen Museum.
« Overnight in Nairobi at a comfortable hotel.

Day 02 Nairobi to Masai Mara National Reserve

After breakfast, depart Nairobi on a scenic 5—6 hour drive to the Masai Mara, passing

through rolling hills and rural villages.
o Arrive at your safari lodge or tented camp for lunch and a brief rest.

« Afternoon game drive in the reserve, spotting lions, elephants, giraffes, and the

beginning of migratory herds.

« Overnight in Masai Mara, under the savannah stars in either a lodge or luxury tented

camp.
Day 03-04 Masai Mara Game Drives

o Full days dedicated to game drives tracking the migration, witnessing massive herds

of wildebeest and zebras.

o Expect predator sightings, including lions, cheetahs, and hyenas, especially during the

river crossing season (July—October).

e Optional hot air balloon safari for panoramic views of the Mara plains, followed by a

champagne breakfast on landing.
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« Evening sundowners in the bush, enjoying the dramatic African sunset.
e Overnight in Masai Mara.
Day 05 Masai Mara to Serengeti National Park (Tanzania)

Early breakfast and cross the Kenya—Tanzania border into the Serengeti National

Park (visa requirements may apply).

Stop for a picnic lunch en route, then continue to the central Serengeti.

Afternoon game drive, encountering wildebeest herds, zebras, and predators.

Overnight in Serengeti, either in a tented camp or lodge.

Day 06-07 Serengeti Migration Safari

Two full days in the Serengeti, following the migration across the park’s vast plains.

e Morning and afternoon game drives offer opportunities to see river crossings,

predator-prey interactions, and photographic highlights.

e Optional picnic lunches in the bush or guided nature walks for birdwatching and

learning about local ecosystems.

e Sunset drives and game viewing in less-traveled areas of the park.

Overnight in Serengeti.

Day 08 Serengeti to Nairobi or Arusha Departure

« Optional morning game drive or early breakfast at the lodge/camp.

o Transfer to Serengeti airstrip for a flight back to Nairobi, or road transfer to Arusha for

onward travel.
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« End of safari with memories of Africa’s greatest wildlife spectacle
